CROP HAIL INSURANCE 2007 ASI PPRP
OPTIONAL ENDORSEMENT

PREVENTED PLANTING & REPLANT ENDORSEMENT
The ASI Prevented Planting and Replant Endorsement, is a single season endorsement to the crop-hail policy that covers
replant and prevented planting losses of field corn and soybeans. This must be written in connection with an ASUV Agrinational
Federally Regulated GRP/GRIP policy as well as an AgriServe, Inc. / AAIC Hail Policy. The amount of igsurance for this
endorsement can be written up to a maximum of $150 per acre, not exceeding the underlying hail coverage. The deadline to
sign up for this endorsement is March 15" of the current growing season. Any applications received after this date will require
a field inspection before covetage can be bound. The provisions of the common crop insurance policy of the Risk
Management Agency of the United States Department of Agriculture are applicable to this endorsement.

It is hereby understood and agreed that: ;

COVERAGE EXTENTION
In consideration of the additional premium at which this endorsement is written and subject to all provisions, terms and other
conditions of this policy, applications and amendments. This policy is amended by the following provisions to cover direct loss
from Prevented Planting and Replant expense on the legal descriptions listed in the policy declarations. All eligible acres
within a county must be insured. This endorsement applies to field corn and soybeans, and the crop year listed on the
declarations page.

PRO RATA LIABILITY

If the Policy holder has other insurance for any loss to which this coverage applies, this insurance will be considered as excess
coverage and will apply only after all other insurance has been used.

INSURED PERILS

The Company does insure the person(s) named on the declaration page against all direct loss due to one or more of the
following perils: ‘

(a) adverse weather conditions; not including hail

(b) insects or plant disease, but not damage due to insufficient or improper applications of pest or disease control

measure;
(c) wildlife; or
(d) failure of irrigation water supply due to an unavoidable cause,

EXCLUSIONS
Coverage is not provided for any loss caused by the following conditions:
(a) neglect, mismanagement, or wrong-doing by the insured, any member of the Insured’s family
or houschold, tenant or employee;
(b) failure to follow recognized good farming practices for the insured crop(s);
(c) water contained or controlled by any governmental, public, or private dam, reservoir
project, or nver;
(d) failure or breakdown of isrigation equipment or facilities;
(e) on any acres that are double cropped; or
(f) any perils not specifically listed above.
(g) For Prevent Plant, acres listed as high risk by the RMA.

REQUIREMENTS IN CASE LOSS OCCURS

Any loss must be reported to the Company within 10 days of the initial discovery of possible loss in accordance with the policy
provisions.

PREVENT PLANTING PAYMENT
A prevented planting payment may be made to the Insured for eligible acreage that was prevented from planting due to an
insured peril that occurs, The payment will be the lesser of:
(a) the insurance applying to each acre, or
(b) $150 per acre.

PREVENTED PLANTING VALUE PER ACRE
The full value of each are of crop(s) insured under this endorsement shall be ascertained by dividing the total amount of
prevented planting insurance carried on the insured crop(s), as shown in the declarations page, by the Insured’s number of
eligible acres intended to be grown during the cutrent season on the tract of land shown in the legal descriptions.
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
